Bat Holding Bags

These bags are for holding bats after they arauioaghtfor research. All the seams must be out$iddag,
so the bats do not get tangled in them, as thdybwiteleased after they are weighted, measured and
banded. These bags will be washed in bleach adten use to prevent disease transmission.

Materials:
One 22 inch by 12 inch piece of light cotton or tmufld sheets work well).
One approximately 16 inch shoelaces or other tieerz that will not fray (ribbon frays)

1. Fold one 22 inch side twice, hiding ragged edge, sew. This will be the top (open) edge of
the bag. See below for seam detalils.

2. Sew the sides. For simple seams, fold cloth Wiphseam fold out and sew.
For French seams, fold cloth with top seam foldnd sew first seam, then turn inside out and
sew second seam. Check inside finished bag feeltloreads.

3. Attach tie to outside of bag approximately 1¥hiex below the opening of the bag. Sew so
that the tie has two even length ends.
